Persuasive Speech to Actuate using Monroe’s Motivated Sequence & PowerPoint

Topic Area: 
A controversial issue with which listeners show neutrality or mild disagreement.

Objective:
To motivate the audience to engage in a behavioral change. Thus the audience should perform a specific action related to your solution within a short period of time (either in class or shortly thereafter).
