Parenthetical References

Instead of footnotes or endnotes, your instructor might require parenthetical references, which are shorter or clearer. Remember that every parenthetical reference must have a corresponding full listing in the bibliography at the end of your paper. Examples are from the (1994). Publication manual of the American Psychological Association. Washington, DC: American Psychological Association, pp.168-174.

Parenthetical references usually contain author's last name and year. If the author's name appears in the text, it may be omitted from the parenthetical reference.

Author's Name in Text 
Rogers (1994) compared reaction times.

Article or Single Volume Book 
In a recent study of reaction times (Rogers, 1994)

Work Listed by Title 
Title and year ("Study Finds," 1982)

(No author given)

Group as Author 
Use full name in citation (University of Pittsburgh, 1993)

Quotations 
Include page numbers (Cheek and Buss, 1981, p.332)
Bibliography
